1. Diversity means having different types of things or people in one place 
a) It also means that people can have different religion or thoughts without anyone 

bothering them due to that 
2. A place with diversity is called a diverse place, such as Masjid, Home & School, e.g. 

a) World with so many living & non-living things; Humans, animals, insects, birds, 
sand, water, air, plants, etc 

b) A Sea with many types of fish & other sea animals 
c) A solar system has many planets, and the space has billions of stars 
d) Gardens with flowers of different types, colors & smell 
e) Forests with trees of different heights, leaf colors & fruits 

3. The world is a so diverse that everybody is different in some way. Examples: 
a) Our fingerprints are different from each other; none of us have same fingerprints 
b) Even in the same country & city, there are people with different height, weight & 

skin color, have different beliefs, eat different food & wear different clothes 
c) In a class, all the students are not the same. Some even speak different 

languages 
d) In a school, all the teachers are not the same 

4. Mom & Dad; both are parents but both are different  
a) Dad is Male & Mom is female, so we even have diversity inside our home 

5. Within a family, brothers and sisters are different, even twin siblings have something 
different between them 

6. It means the world has a Natural diversity that Allah created 
a) And, through diversity, Allah teaches us to live with different types of people 

 

 
 

7. One of the most diverse places on Earth is Kaaba 
a) In Kaaba, people come from different countries, with different cultures, skin 

color & gender

a) It means no one assigns gender, even the Doctor doesn’t assign it; IT IS BY BIRTH 

4. So, Gender is our physical form by birth, NOT a choice or a feeling 
a) If we pretend to be the other gender, this is not natural 

5. Someone may be physically different from normal genders due to many natural reasons: 
a) We must never think bad or make fun of any gender 
b) If someone is born with blindness or unable to walk. That is natural and we must 

respect him or her 
c) Similarly, if someone is born with both Male and Female qualities & doesn’t look 

completely like a boy or girl, that is a physical abnormality and we must respect 
that person 

d) Always respect people with any physical abnormality or disability. These things 
are test from Allah 

 

 
 

6. When a company makes a toy, it gives us a small book (called manual) with instructions 
how to use it:

3. No one is more honest with us than our parents  
4. Being honest with Parents means being honest with Allah SWT 

a) Never be dishonest with parents  
b) Keeping secret from parents is Dishonesty, never hide anything from parents 

5. Honest person or friend never teaches you to hide things from family, especially parents 
a) When someone asks you not to tell something to parents, that person is being 

dishonest with you 
b) Also, he / she is trying to make you dishonest like himself / herself 

6. Always tell parents whatever you know and think 
a) If something inappropriate happens, tell your parents about it, even when they 

don’t ask 
7. Different things happen in school, e.g. Storytime, math, letters, events, flag raising, 

visitors talking to kids, etc: 
a) Whenever Mom or Dad asks what happened in school, tell them all about it  

8. It is very bad if someone changes how he or she wants to be called in school, but hide 
that from parents 

9. If you find something on laptop or phone that parents don’t like, tell them about it 
10. Honesty is the best policy. How: 

a) If we are honest, everyone will trust us & believe what we say 
b) Allah helps honest people and makes them happy in this world & on the day of 

Judgement (sends to Paradise) 
c) Prophet Mohammed صلى الله عليه وسلم was so honest that even his enemies trusted him and

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INCLUSION 
 

1. Inclusion means to let everyone be part of something 
2. It means to welcome everyone like others 

a) So, whatever is the skin color, religion, opinion or physical condition of students, 
they are all included & respected in a class, and no one bothers them 

3. Opposite of Inclusion is called Exclusion 
a) Exclusion means to keep out someone because of religion, color, thoughts, 

disability or any other reason 
4. If people don’t include others equally because of different faith, this is Exclusion, not 

Inclusion 
5. Inclusion is when everyone can be in a school without problem, even if they don’t agree 

with others 
a) If we have to ignore Islam to make people happy, so people may include us in 

their group, that is Not Inclusion 
b) If someone has to accept what Islam doesn’t allow, it means excluding Islam  
c) We cannot exclude Islam & Allah from our life 

6. Canadian flag represents all Canadians, so that is the real flag of Inclusion in Canada 
a) Any other flag represents only 1 sports team, province or community, and 

doesn’t include all Canadians 
7. Islam includes people from all nations, race & colors, who believe in Allah SWT & 

Prophet Mohammed صلى الله عليه وسلم 
a) It means everyone can be a Muslim & follow Islam, wherever they live 

8. Quran calls all humans as one family 
a) Quran calls all humans, “Bani Adam”, meaning “children of Adam”, regardless of 

their race, language or faith 
9. Quran includes all humans in it’s message  

a) Quran addresses the entire humanity most of the times, and not just Muslims

1. Nature is everything not made by humans & anything that happens automatically, not 
because of humans 

2. Some beautiful things of nature: Life, Earth, Moon, Sun, entire universe & everything in 
the outer space 

3. Whatever Allah s.w.t creates is Natural & whatever humans make is Unnatural or 
artificial, e.g. 

a) Rainbow that appears on the sky after Rain is Natural; Rainbow that we paint is 
artificial 

b) Humans and animals are Natural; Robots are NOT Natural 
4. Everything works according to some rules 

a) School has some rules that outsiders cannot change 
b) Every country has some rules and other countries cannot change those 
c) Allah created Nature and it’s rules that Allah controls and humans cannot change 

those rules 
d) When we work according to nature, we follow the laws of Nature & things work 

correctly 
5. Nature has things that we need, e.g. water, fruits, air, etc. So, nature takes care of us 
6. Most beautiful gift of Nature is Family, especially Parents, who take care of us from the

7. The form in which everything is created is it’s Natural form (humans, animals, plants,

1. Secret is what we hide from others, OR share only with few people, such that others 
don’t know 

2. Secrets can be Good or Bad, and only parents can tell correctly which secret is good or 
bad 

a) Good Secrets are that make us and our family happy  
i. Everyone finds out about Good Secrets later on, e.g. Birthday Surprise 

b) Bad secrets are that make us uncomfortable or feel ashamed 
ii. Example of Bad secret: When someone secretly talks about body parts 

and inappropriate things 
3. When we hide something from others, it is a secret BUT when we hide something from 

parents, it is not a secret  
a) When we hide something from parents it is a Lie, and sometimes dangerous 
b) If we keep secrets from parents, we start learning bad things, e.g. Lying 

4. When someone talks inappropriate to children, this must not be kept secret 
a) Also, when someone talks to children that parents don’t like, this must not be 

kept secret 
b) If a website or person on phone or laptop asks you for your information, tell your 

parents about it 
c) If a website or person on phone or laptop shares anything weird, tell your 

parents about it 
5. Never hide anything from parents. Only parents can tell us if something is a secret or 

not 
a) When someone tells us a secret, ask your parents if it is a secret or not 
b) Parents must know everything, including secrets from others 

6. When you learn something new in School or any other place, tell that to your parents 
7. Whenever parents ask what happened in school or elsewhere 

a) Tell them all about it, even if someone asked you to keep it a secret 
 

 
 

8. Most crimes and bad things are done secretly 
a) Example; Robbers hide their face to keep secret because they are doing 

something bad 
9. If anyone in school or anywhere else, asks you to keep a secret from parents, this is bad 

a) Tell your parents right away  
b) No one shall ask to hide anything from parents

11. Safe adults never ask children to keep secrets 
a) When someone tells you a good thing, they let you share it with everyone 
b) When someone tells you a bad thing, they may tell you to keep it a secret 
c) A person teaching you to hide things from your family is not safe for you 

12. Never keep secret friends 
a) Secret friends are not safe and not really friends 
b) Tell parents about all your friends, even if they want to remain secret 

13. When children do not keep secret from parents, they have common secrets with 
parents 

a) They talk to each other about everything, trust each other, and the family is 
happy
